The Ebenezer UCC Scrip Program is underway ï and the response has been tremendous!   Thank you 
to all the families that have given it a try.  If you havenôt yet, consider checking it out today!  Using ñscripò is 
like using gift cards or gift certificates to shop at your favorite stores, except that Ebenezer earns a percent-
age of your purchases when you get the gift cards through our program.  A scrip program is an on-going 
fundraiser ï as long as there is an interest in it, we will continue to offer the opportunity to purchase scrip. 

 

There is a designated ñScrip Cartò in the fellowship hall, with someone available to answer questions be-
tween Sunday services (or after service once the summer schedule starts).  However, if you are not at 
church then, you can still place an order. Order forms and envelopes will always be available on our Scrip 
Cart.  Just complete a form, and place it, along with your payment, in an envelope.  Then deposit it in the 
locked mail box on the side of the Scrip Cart.  Please make sure to include your telephone number on your 
order form if you place an order when no one is at the Cart, in case there are any questions and also so we 
can contact you to arrange for pick-up of your order when it arrives. 

 

If you might be interested in helping with this program, please contact Lavonne Athorp at 459-1709 (work).  
The time commitment would be minimal, helping to staff the Scrip Cart on Sundays.  If 2-3 people are able 
to help we could each work one Sunday a month taking orders and answering questions.  There would be 
nothing else required of you.

There are 100ôs of retailers available, we couldnôt fit them all on our order form.  If there is somewhere
